All members of Celebrants Australia are invited to subscribe to a
professional online discussion group, effective early January. The aims of this
e-Group are to enhance members’ professionalism in all areas of celebrancy,
to share questions and knowledge with other members, and to network in a
congenial atmosphere.

A ‘general’ e-group has already been established to support our 21st
century approach, and to help us all remain in touch with each other and
what's going on in the celebrancy community. It is envisaged that as the
volume of traffic grows separate e-groups will be established to support "focus
group" areas (eg Marriage, Funeral, General celebrancy, Celebrant Wanted
Alerts).

For those who are unfamiliar with online groups let me explain the
procedure simply.

Some of the committee members have participated in a trial run of an ‘email
discussion group’ hosted free of charge by a company called Yahoo. Yahoo
make money out of the project with advertising appearing on the messages
we send. We are now ready to offer this facility to all members effective the
first week of January.

Celebrant Australia members will be free to subscribe/unsubscribe as they
wish.

e-group (cont.)

What is the benefit of an e-group as opposed to nor  mal emails?

YOU choose when and how to stay in touch.

You decide whether or not you wish to participate, rather than receiving
unwanted emails.

Members decide if they wish to subscribe/unsubscribe/or not subscribe at all.

How many emails could | expect?

None, one, or twenty per day.

It all depends on whether members have anything to say!

There is the option to receive emails in a "daily digest" format,

ie one daily email consolidating all emails posted to the group on that day.

What sort of messages could we expect?
From experience elsewhere the vast majority of messages fall into the
following categories:
1. Help with ceremony preparation, rules and regulations, and general
celebrancy matters;
2. Sharing sources of resources, information such as venues etc; and
3. Notices from the committee, PD courses, and similar issues.

Is discussion moderated?

Yes and no. Members are free to say whatever they want within boundaries
which will be clearly elaborated to all users. Basically they boil down to
commonsense and courtesy. Messages will not be moderated prior to posting.
Whilst individuals are legally liable for their postings, any messages
considered to be defamatory or an infringement of copyright or unreasonably
disruptive to the harmony of the group, for example, may be deleted and the
member’s rights suspended. The e-group is bound by the laws of the land,
and by the terms and conditions imposed by Yahoo.

The e-group is one of the benefits of membership of the Association, and is a
closed forum. Information shared within the group is to remain within the
group and confidentiality is to be respected at all times.

How do | join?
1. Reply to our invitation email which will be sent to you from the
Association within the next two weeks.
2. Visit http://groups.yahoo.com/group/Celebrants _Australia_and click on
the subscribe button.
(The default form asks why you want to join. | shall remove the
guestion if I'm able. If | can't, just enter “Member” in the field.)

Judy Brooks submits some wise words:

“The 3 P's - Prepare, Plan & Perform"

When two people decide they are going to marry, numerous
feelings are involved. They first experience happiness, a series of
possibility and excitement.

Then, as talk of the ceremony comes around, that initial joyous
spirit is likely to be replaced by questions and complications as a
deluge of details beg for attention. Planning a wedding is a
complex and demanding process. Preparing for a wedding may
raise issues that can, in many ways, be a test for the marriage. It
is often helpful to think about the difference between a marriage
and a wedding. Marriage indicates the pledge of loyalty and
faithfulness two people make to each other. A wedding more
commonly refers to the ceremony representing this promise.

A wedding ceremony is a ritual. A ritual is "a series of symbolic
acts focused towards fulfilling a particular intention"

For most people, the intention expressed in a wedding is to make
public and formalise the love and commitment in the relationship.
This is usually the ceremony itself.

However, if you look at a ritual as having four separate steps -
the first is planning, next comes preparations, then the
manifestation or ceremony itself, and finally the completion or
incorporation of what has taken place - you can begin to see how
the creation of a wedding can become an experience of
unfathomed dimensions.

The organisation of all these details can be handled by the
engaged couple (novices), their family (interference?), the
celebrant (professional knowledge), a wedding consultant (can be
expensive) or a combination of any of these people. They can
assist with the planning and preparation stages.

Remember the ceremony and ritual organisation is th e job of
the celebrant . The choice of celebrant becomes a vital
instrument in the creation of a memorable wedding
